Delegate badges will be both bar and coded.

Exhibitors wishing to scan delegate details will require a bar code reader. At the end of the Congress,
the scanned information is matched with the registration database to provide exhibitors with full contact
details for all visitors who have been at their stand or symposia. In addition, exhibitors and sponsors will
have the opportunity to define up to 100 marketing codes, for example, ‘wants product brochure’,

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Noise Levels

Live presentations at the stand are not permitted without prior approval Exhibition Organiser.

Occupation of Stand Space
Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Organisers, exhibitors are not authorised to sublet, share or
transfer their stand space.

In the event of an exhibitor failing to take possession of their stand the Organisers have the right to re-
allocate the stand and all monies paid shall be forfeited.

Parking

Each Exhibitor must make arrangements for the remov  al of their material in accordance with the
event rules and with the instructions provided in t his Exhibition Technical Manual. Any special
arrangements for the removal of exhibits must be ma  de in consultation with the Exhibition
Organisers. Items for which no arrangements have b ~ een made for removal and items which
have been left behind will be deemed as abandoned a nd, as such as rubbish and no
reimbursement will be made for the loss of such ite ms. If costs are incurred in the removal of
such items these will be charged to the Exhibitor. If the Exhibitor does not dismantle and clear
away the Exhibition by the stated times this will b e removed by the Exhibition Organisers at the
cost of the Exhibitor.

Unloading Details

Exhibitors will be allocated a time at which to unload. It is imperative that these times are adhered to
and that exhibitors follow the instructions of the traffic marshals at all times. Each vehicle will have an
unloading time of 30 minutes. Vehicles must be removed as soon as unloading is complete. Itis
recommended that all contractors, drivers and exhibitors bring their own trolleys to transport goods, to
and from their stands. This will reduce the amount of time it takes to load and unload and thereby assist
with the free flow of traffic. Please see Trolleys section for details on additional assistance, forklifts etc.

The specific time allocation for unloading will be sent via email to each company approximately 3 weeks
prior to the Congress.
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To facilitate vehicle scheduling, please fill out the Vehicle Scheduling form in the order forms document
and should be completed and returned by the 8" May 2009, giving details of your preferred unloading
time and the size and type of vehicle you intend to use for delivery of your goods and equipment. The
Exhibition Organisers will endeavour to allocate your preferred time slot; however, in the event of heavy
demand at peak times, it may be necessary to allocate an alternative loading time close to your
preferred choice(s).

All delivery vehicles will be supplied with a vehicle identification pass which must be displayed
prominently inside the windscreen.

Approximately six weeks prior to build up, we will send to you joining instructions which will, where
applicable, include details of your vehicle unloading information and enclose vehicle and pre-ordered
access passes. Please notify the Exhibition Organisers if you would like this information to be sent
direct to your contractors.

IMPORTANT: Motor vehicles used for delivery of materials or equipment will not be permitted to remain
inside the exhibition halls overnight.
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STAND CONSTRUCTION — SPACE ONLY

Space Only Stands
Free-build stands are allocated on a space only basis. This means that no stand services are provided.
No stand may exceed a height of 5 metres.

Free-build exhibitors are reminded of the following points:

a.

Drawings of all free build stands must be submitted for approval to the Exhibition Organisers
no later than 3 " April 2009. It would be helpful if you could also let us know whom you have
appointed as your contractor to build the stand.

Please note that two copies of the working drawings should be submitted and must show the name
of the company, stand number and stand measurements, including building heights. All working
drawings should be to a reasonable scale, but not less than 1:100. Original or electronic copies
must be submitted; faxed copies are not acceptable. Please complete and submit Order Form with
your drawings.

All stand designs with a raised platform must incorporate a wheelchair access ramp on at least one
of its open sides.

Any stand incorporating closed rooms/theatres with covered ceilings may be subject to approval on
emergency lighting and exit width. Please submit copies of the drawings as in b. above.

All structures, materials, special designs, unusual constructions and all signs shall conform to all
relevant statutory authority regulations. Any display work or materials contravening this clause must
be modified to meet requirements.

It is every free build exhibitor’s responsibility (if sharing a space-only site) to provide partition walls
between themselves and their neighbours. These walls must be built to the height of the highest
point on their stand (minimum 2.5m, maximum 5m high), and must be cleanly decorated on both
sides

No exhibitor will be permitted to span an aisle by ceiling or floor covering.

Please contact the Exhibition Organisers if you require a copy of the exhibition layout plans showing
the location of service ducting.

It is the responsibility of free-build exhibitors to observe the building, fire and health and safety
regulations of the Venue. Copies of these are available on request from the Exhibition Organisers.

The standard shell scheme will look similar to
the graphic opposite.

If required, basic shell scheme will be provided within the cost of hiring exhibition space. The stands
provided will consist of a modular system consisting of white panels with aluminium uprights at 1m width
intervals and fascia with one-off name board.

The maximum height for displays inside shell scheme stands is 2360mm and the maximum display
width per panel 950mm

All materials used in display, construction work, etc. must be effectively fireproofed or made of non-
flammable materials in accordance with the standards of the appropriate authorities. Any display work
or materials contravening this clause must be removed from the exhibition areas at the Exhibitor’'s own
cost.

Please note that nothing may be screwed, nailed or glued to the face of the panels, nor may any part of
the shell scheme be damaged or disfigured in any way. Should damage occur the Exhibitor concerned
will be invoiced for any costs incurred.

Name Boards

Fascia panels will be white with black lettering and will display the Company Name and Stand Number.
‘Company’, ‘Limited’, etc will be shown in abbreviated form. The wording of the finger boards will be
Universe black capitals, 5,5cm.

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TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF EXHIBITING

1. Definitions

The term ‘Exhibition’ in all cases refers to the Industry Exhibition being held in conjunction with the
Congress of the European Society of Ophthalmology (SOE 2009). The term ‘Exhibitor’ includes any
person, firm, company or corporation and its employees and agents to whom space has been allocated
for the purpose of exhibiting at the Exhibition. The term ‘Exhibition Organisers’ means Congrex UK
Limited on behalf of the Organising Committee. The term ‘Premises’ refers to those portions of the
stated Venue licensed to the Organisers.

2. Application
The Exhibition Organisers reserve the right to refuse any application or prohibit any exhibit without
assigning any reason for such refusal or prohibition.

3. Exhibition Dates and Cancellation
The Organising Committee reserves the right to change the venue, time and date of reservations up to
six months before the start of the Congress.

The Exhibition Organisers reserve the right to postpone the Exhibition from the set dates, and to hold
the Exhibition on other dates as near to the original dates as possible, utilising the right only when
circumstances necessitate such action and without any liability to the Exhibition Organisers.

The Exhibition Organisers accept no responsibility for any damages if the event is not performed due to
any obstacle or hindrance outside the control of the Exhibition Organisers, which the Exhibition
Organisers could not reasonably have foreseen when signing the Exhibition Contract and which the
Exhibition Organisers could not have avoided at a reasonable effort of cost. Such obstacles and
hindrances include, but are not limited to, the outbreak of war, civil riots, governmental or other
obstacles for the freedom of travel, union actions, natural disasters, fire, flooding and any other
circumstances that fall within the meaning of the above.

4. Exhibition Layout

The Exhibition Organisers reserve the right to change the exhibition floor layout if necessary. The
Exhibition Organisers reserve the right in unforeseen circumstances to amend or alter the exact site of
the location of the stand and the Exhibitor undertakes to agree to any alteration to the site or the space
re-allocated by the Exhibition Organisers.

5. Contract Cancellation

In exceptional circumstances the Exhibition Organisers will be prepared to consider cancellation of their

Contract with Exhibitors, but only if the following conditions are complied with:

1. that the request for cancellation is submitted by registered post

2. that the request is received at least three months prior to the opening of the Exhibition

3. that the Exhibition Organisers are able to re-let the cancelled space in its entirety

4. that the reason given for the request of the cancellation is, in the opinion of the Exhibition
Organisers, well founded

5. that the Exhibitor agrees that the Exhibition Organisers shall retain 10% of the contract price if the
cancellation is accepted more than twelve (12) months prior to the Exhibition, 50% of the contract
price if the cancellation is accepted after that time and up to three (3) months prior to the event, and
100% of the contract price if the cancellation is accepted within three (3) months prior to the
Exhibition Opening.

In the event of an exhibitor becoming bankrupt or entering into liquidation (other than voluntary
liquidation for the purpose of amalgamation or reconstruction) or having the Receiver appointed, the
contract with such an exhibitor will terminate forthwith, the allotment of stand space will be cancelled,
and all sums paid by the Exhibitor under contract shall be forfeited.
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RAI and Organisers Rules and Regulations

1. CONDITIONS

a) Approval of designs

Stands may be built and fitted out after the design has been approved by the organisers. The design of the stand, together with
clear measurements, should be submitted one month in advance. The stand designs must comply with the Fire Service
regulations.

b) Stand construction, attachment and finishing

The exhibitors are not permitted to damage floors, walls, roofs or other parts of the lounges or the building by using nails,
screws, glue, paint, adhesive tape or other means of attachment for the purpose of stand construction. Stands, stand panels
and/or stand parts should therefore be constructed as free-standing elements. Stands stand panels and/or stand parts should
also therefore be painted in advance. The stand builder will be liable for any damage resulting from stand construction.

¢) Height and other dimensions

To allow an unobstructed view through the building, adequate circulation of the public through the halls and the proper
operation of the air conditioning system, the maximum height of the stands has been set at 2.50 m. (external measurement
from the floor). The stands in the lounges on the ground floor of the Auditorium should be built at a distance of 1.20 m. from the
glass front in order to allow room to operate the sun blinds.

d) Display and removal of exhibited goods

The exhibited goods should be kept within the prescribed stand limits; mobile parts may not be moved beyond the stand limits
even in order to demonstrate the operation of the exhibited goods. Exhibited goods should be displayed in such a way that the
view through the exhibition areas and of

the surrounding stands is not restricted or is restricted as little as possible. Parts of the exhibited goods which constitute a
danger (incl. sharp protrusions) should be screened off. Unsightly objects on exhibition stands, for example hat stands
(whether something is unsightly is determined by the organisers), which are visible to the public should be screened off during
the hours that the exhibition is open to the public, exhibited goods may not be covered up. The organisers have the right to
remove (or cause to be removed) any such cover, without any liability on their part vehicles, vessel, machines etc. which run on
fuel and have been admitted to the exhibition may be brought into the building as exhibition goods only if the fuel tanks and
hoses are empty and the tanks have been properly and permanently sealed. Batteries must have been disconnected and the
floor under the sump should be covered in plastic to catch any leaking oil. Exhibitors are not permitted to remove goods from
their stand during the exhibition, unless an exemption has been granted by the organisers or persons acting on their behalf. In
cases not covered by these regulations, the directions of the duty manager should be obeyed without delay.

e) Goods that may not be exhibited

Highly flammable substances, highly explosive substances, gases, and other articles designated as dangerous goods will not
be admitted as exhibition articles (see also the section on Fire Safety

Regulations, in particular article 12). Parts of exhibition goods pose a radiation hazard, application for an exemption should be
made beforehand by the exhibitor to the Central Advisory and Management Office (CABB) at P.O. Box 77777, 1070 MS
Amsterdam.

No goods that pose a nuisance or hazard owing to noise smell or emission of light may be exhibited.

The limit for noise volume is 65 dB (A) at a distance of 1m.

f) Legionella bacteria

Following a large-scale outbreak of Legionnaire’s Disease in the Netherlands in the spring of 1999, the RAI has for the time
being introduced the following regulation: The use of an open, flowing, sprayed or atomised fluid at an exhibition stand is
prohibited.

2. FLOORS, FLOOR COVERING AND MAXIMUM FLOOR LOAD

The house rules are as follows:

a). Electrically powered carts and trolleys may be used only for the transport of goods and not for the transport of persons from
place to place in the Congress Centre. Means of transport should be fitted with non-marking tyres. Electric pumping vehicles
may not be used in the Congress Centre

b). Passengers lifts may not be used for the transport of goods. Special goods lifts are available for this purpose.

¢).The maximum floor loads are as follows:

(POINT LOAD)

AUDITORIUM COMPLEX
Hall 3 | Grey Concrete flooring (sheets) | 300 kg/m2

If it is desired to place a heavier load on the floor or to erect a stand which extends to less than 50 centimetres below the
specified height of the ceiling, the exhibitor should consult beforehand with the Account Manager of the Commercial
Department of Amsterdam RAI. Point loads in excess of 20 kg/cm2 are not permitted. This applies to both means of transport
and stationary objects. If it is desired to exceed this load, the exhibitor should once again consult beforehand with the Account
Manager of the Commercial Department of Amsterdam RAL.

d). During the building and dismantling of shell stands and bespoke wooden stands in the Congress Centre, the floor at the
location of the stand and the working area around it must be protected by means of hardboard sheets, carpet tiles or plastic
sheeting. After the stand is completed, these protective sheets and tiles must be taken up and removed.

e). Advertising messages may not be taped or affixed in any other way (e.g. self-adhesive stickers) to the marble floor or the
windows of the Auditorium Lounge, the Onyx Lounge, the Service Hall of the Forum Lounge.

f). Cables may not be taped to the marble floor of the Auditorium Lounge, the Onyx Lounge, the Service Hall or the Forum
Lounge. The cable ducts should instead be used for this purpose.

g). Floor covering for stands in the Auditorium Lounge, the Onyx Lounge, the Service Hall and the Forum Lounge may not be
affixed to the marble floor by double-sided tape. The floor covering must be laid on a raised stand floor.

h). Every exhibition is checked not only by the duty managers of Amsterdam RAI and by a representative of the Amsterdam fire
service but also by the Offices, Shops and Factories Inspectorate (Arbeidsinspectie). You are therefore urgently requested
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when carrying out work on the stand to take all prescribed safety measures (in compliance with the legislation on health and
safety at work) and to have your safety plan available when building and dismantling the stand. Amsterdam RAI reserves the
right to hold exhibitors (financially) liable and to require them to show their safety plans at all times.
i). Balloons filled with a gas lighter than air, for example helium, may not be used.
If these house rules are not observed, Amsterdam RAI may stop the work and/or charge any damage to the person who has
caused it. Damage may be reported to the technical desk of O&F. The internal telephone number is 2222.
j). DIRECTIONS FOR USAGE OF THE MARBLE FLOOR AT THE CONGRESS CENTRE
Only the use of non-marking wheels vehicles is allowed. Please follow the marked routes for the delivery of cargo to and from
the Congress centre. A sub-floor must be placed before placing your booth, carpet floor covering, refreshment bars or
sideboards. It's not allowed to: tape cables on floors; please use the cable tunnels, self-adhesive or glued advertisement on
the floor, walls or windows, push goods or things over the marble floor
3. MAINTENANCE OF RULES

5. COSTS
The costs resulting from:
Building, erection and fitting out of stands;
Laying on and connection of facilities for the supply of electrical power, gas, compressed air, telephone and water,
and for the discharge of water and gas;
Cleaning, stand cleaning, removal of waste and litter, the consumption of electricity, gas and water, use of the
telephone and so forth shall be borne by the exhibitor, unless agreed otherwise beforehand.
Damage imputable to the stand builder and/or exhibitor shall be paid for by the stand builder and/or exhibitor, as the
case may be.
6. FURNITURE AND CARPETING ETC.
Exhibitors may use their own furniture and carpeting, for example tables, chairs, counters, showcases,
hat stands, meeting room furniture, floor covering materials, flower boxes and decorative material of a similar nature, provided
that this meets the other conditions and complies with the Fire Service regulations.
7. FIRE SAFETY REGULATIONS
Only non-flammable, flame retarding or flame extinguishing materials and products which have been approved as such and
bear the indications/labels obligatory under the terms of the approval may be used for stand construction, carpeting, furnishings
and decorations during the exhibitions (and the building of the stands) the Fire Service will check that only the permitted
materials and products are used and that the rules governing their use are observed. The following requirements govern the
materials to be used:
a) Softboard
All surfaces must be coated with an officially approved fire-retarding paint or varnish in accordance with the directions for use,
or must have been made largely non-flammable by impregnation at the factory; in the latter case, each sheet must have been
clearly marked as such by the factory.
b) Wood, hardboard, plywood, multi-ply, chipboard
These materials must have a thickness of at least 3.5 mm. and may be classified in classes I, or Il of the flame-spread
standard established in accordance with NEN 3883.
c) Glass
i) For external walls and partitions walls between stands, only safety glass or laminated, wired glass.
i) For ceilings, only laminated, wired glass.
iii) Textiles used vertically (free-hanging)
d) Fireproof textiles
The material may not have become combustible as a result of treatment for special purposes. If it is subjected to fire or high
temperature, it may not give off any gases or fumes that cause irritation or damage to health, nor may it drip or trickle.
e). Combustible textiles
The material must have been made largely non-flammable either by impregnation or by being glued to a base of fireproof
material or to the materials referred to at 1 to 3 above. This must also be capable of demonstration in a test. The material may
not give off any gases or fumes that cause irritation or damage to health, nor may it drip or trickle.
f) Textiles used horizontally
i). Natural fabrics and artificial fabrics should be non-flammable: The material must be tautened underneath with metal wire at
distances of 35 cm or tautened underneath in two directions with a mesh width of 70 cm. If it is subjected to fire or high
temperatures, the material may not give off any gases or fumes that cause irritation or damage to health, nor may it drip or
trickle.
ii). Natural fabrics that are combustible: The material must be made largely non-flammable by impregnation and be tautened
underneath with metal wire in the manner referred to at A.
iiiy Straw bales, cardboard, rush matting and straw matting: The material must be made largely non-flammable by being
impregnated for at least 24 hours; this must be capable of demonstration in a test.
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iiii) Artificial substances
g) Foil materials (with or without a textile backing): The material must be glued to a base of non-flammable material or to one of
the materials referred to at 1 to 3, as a result of which the material becomes largely non-flammable. If it is subjected to fire or
high temperatures, the material may not give off any gases or fumes that cause irritation or damage to health, nor may it drip of
trickle. The provisions at A. must be capable of being demonstrated in a test.
h) Sheet materials: the material must be largely non-flammable and, if subjected to fire or high temperatures, may not give off
any gases or fumes that cause irritation or damage to health, nor may it drip or trickle.
i). Foam plastic - rubber (e.g. for letters): the same rules apply as in the case of artificial materials at . There may not be more
than 2 m3 of such material present in the stand per m2 of stand floor area.
j) Paper products: Products such as wallpaper, crepe paper and photographic paper. The paper must be completely glued to a
base of non-flammable material or to one of the materials referred to at 1 to 3 or the paper must have been made largely non-
flammable by impregnation.
k) Heating and heating equipment: Each electric cooking ring and/or electrically heated coffee-maker must be placed on a
sheet of non flammable material having low heat conductivity. An electric ring may not be used in the stands for frying and
grilling, burning, toasting or melting substances.
10) Naked flames and combustible substances
A. The following may not be present in the building: petrol (gasoline), ether, white spirit, petroleum, gas oils and other highly
flammable or combustible liquids;

Compressed combustible gases such as hydrogen and acetylene;

Compressed gases or gas mixtures, such as nitrogen and air;

Combustible gases compressed into liquids such as propane and butane;

Gases compressed into liquids such as carbon dioxide;

Substances or items of equipment that emit ionising radiation;

Items of equipment that emit laser beams.
B. Exemption from the provisions of 10 A. may be granted only by the Chief of the Fire Service in response to a written request
to that effect received by the Fire Service at least seven days before the opening If the event and/or exhibition.
C. The exemption referred to at 10 B. may be granted only if the substances or items of equipment referred to at 10 A. are
necessary for the demonstrations, which may be given only by the manufacturer or importer, and if all (fire) safety requirements
have been complied with in a reasonable manner.
D. In granting the exemption referred to at 10 B., the Fire Service may impose conditions; if one or more of these conditions is
not complied with, the exemption shall lapse.
E. The written proof issued by the Chief of the Fire Service in respect of the exemption referred to at
B. must be present on the spot or in the stand, as the case may be; this proof must be immediately produced to an officer of
the Fire Service at his request.
8) Lighting
A. Light fittings containing light bulbs are permitted: if they are made of non-flammable material or plastic which is largely non-
flammable and are not liable to trickle when heated and if the fittings are of model which is commonly available in the trade; if
the fitting is stable; if the bulb is at least 15 cm. from any combustible material or the reflected beam cannot hit any combustible
material within 30 cm. of the reflector.
B. Fluorescent light fittings are permitted: if the light tube is made of largely non-flammable material which does not - when
burnt - give off any gases or fumes that cause irritation or damage to health (the models available in the trade general satisfy
this requirement);

Distance between the ornaments and the external walls of the stand must be at least 50 cm;

Total surface area of a number of linked light fittings may not exceed 3.5 m2;

Distance between two linked groups of light fittings must be at least 1 metre;

Means by which the light fittings are suspended must be made of metal or wood at least 10 mm. thick;

The way in which the fittings are arranged and installed must comply with the requirements of the Municipal Energy

Company (NEN 1010).
9) The arrangement of the area(s) in which an event as referred to in the address is to be held or given and the lay-out of the
stands, platforms, seating, etc. must be effected in accordance with a plan approved by the Fire Service, which must be
immediately produced to an officer of the Fire Service at his request. This plan must be submitted to the Commercial
Department of Amsterdam RAI at least six weeks before the start of the hire period. Emergency exits should be kept clear at all
times; this must be to the satisfaction of the Fire Service.
10) Apart from in the stand, seating may be present in the exhibition areas only if it has been placed in consultation with - and
to the satisfaction of - the Fire Service in the so-called blind corners.
11) All stands must be cleaned and cleared of waste, packaging, etc. at regular intervals; this must be to the satisfaction of the
Fire Service. 15) The areas under the platforms must be sealed off and may not be use for storage.
12) Stand, platform or other partitions may not impede access to the fire hydrants and/or the use of the fire hoses.
13) There may not be obstacles of any kind whatsoever in the passageways between the stands.
14) Application for exemption referred to above must be made at least six weeks before the start of the event to: Amsterdam

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1. Payment of Stand Space

Exhibitors have seven (7) days in which to make their final payment when it falls due. After this time, and only when monies have not been
paid, the stand will be available for sale to another Company. All deposits paid will be automatically forfeited and no refund will be made. No
Exhibitor shall occupy their stand space in the Exhibition until all monies owing to the Exhibition Organisers by the Exhibitor are paid in full.

2. Occupation of Stand Space

The Exhibitor, his servants, agents, employees and contractors may enter the building at a time which will be nominated to them for the
purpose of stand fitting and dressing. In the event of an Exhibitor failing to take possession of their stand the Exhibition Organisers have the
right to re-allocate the stand and all monies paid shall be forfeited.

In the event of the Exhibitor failing to occupy the said space by the advertised opening time of the show the Exhibition Organisers are
authorised to occupy or cause the said space to be occupied in such manner as may be deemed best for the interest of the Exhibition without
refund to the said Exhibitor and without releasing the Exhibitor from any liability within these Rules and Regulations.

Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Exhibition Organisers, Exhibitors are not authorised to sublet, share or transfer their stand space.

3. Build Up and Break Down of Exhibits
Exhibitors will be advised when they may commence build up and break down of exhibits. Exhibitors are prohibited from commencing such
build up and break down until the times designated.

The Exhibition Organisers will use their best endeavours to adhere to the nominated date for the commencement of Exhibitor’'s work but will
accept no responsibility for any costs, claims or expenses arising from any variation to such date. Exhibits which do not reasonably satisfy the
Exhibition Organisers shall be modified by the Exhibitor in such manner and within such time as the Exhibition Organisers may require and in
default the Exhibition Organisers may remove such exhibits at the expense of the Exhibitor who shall forfeit all sums paid by way of deposit,
rental or otherwise.

No exhibitor shall erect any sign, stand, wall or obstruction which in the opinion of the Exhibition Organisers interferes with an adjoining
Exhibitor.

The Exhibitor is responsible for the safety of his products, displays and stand. During break down period no material should be left unattended
at any time. It is the responsibility Exhibitors to leave his stand spaces clean and tidy during the Exhibition and after break down. All exhibits,
displays, stand fittings and materials must be removed from the Premises by the time and date stated by the Exhibition Organisers. Break
down and removal of exhibits may not commence until after the official closing time. Any special arrangements for build up or break down and
removal of exhibits must be made in consultation with the Exhibition Organisers.

4. Height Restrictions

Any stand exceeding an overall height of 5m, or made up of two tiers, or with a raised platform over 600mm is subject to Department of
Planning Section 89 approval. Exhibitors wishing to build stands which fall into either category must have the prior approval of the Exhibition
Organisers and Local Authority Department of Planning.

5. Floors — Loading
No load in excess of 5.0 KN/m2 may be placed on the floor of the exhibition area.

6. Stand Construction and Services

For insurance, security reasons and to adhere to regulations stipulated by the stated venue, the Exhibition Organisers have appointed official
contractors for all shell scheme stand construction, all electrical services (mains and fittings) and all ancillary services. Due to the necessity of
co-ordinating all activities during build up and break down periods, and for security purposes, no other contractors will be permitted to
undertake any of this work without prior consent of the Exhibition Organisers.

7. Banners and Posters
Banners are not permitted within the exhibition unless approval has been given by the Exhibition Organisers. Please submit any proposals for
rigged banners above stands with the working drawings.

Exhibitors may not utilise any poster sites within the exhibition area unless they have been given permission to do so by the Exhibition
Organisers.

Posters may not be displayed in the foyer, session hall foyers, corridors or any other public areas within the Premises.
It is prohibited to display notices, including sponsors’ logos, within the foyer.

8. Electrical Requirements

Full lighting and power services are available to the Exhibitor through the official electrical contractor. Exhibitors may provide their own
electrical fittings only where such fittings are in the form of made-up units, showcases, and/or signs complete and ready for connection to the
mains supply.

Electrical devices which interfere with radio or television systems must be switched off immediately if requested by the Exhibition Organisers.

The use of electrical appliances, such as coffee makers, etc., shall only be permitted if they conform to the conditions concerning electrical
appliances as laid down by the appropriate authority and other statutory bodies. Before such appliances are used, permission must be
obtained from the Exhibition Organisers. The use of immersion heaters and electric heaters with unguarded elements is not permitted.

Exhibitors must not use or install or permit or suffer to be used or installed any supplementary plant for the generation or supply of electricity
from the Premises unless there is prior written consent of the Exhibition Organisers and/or the exhibition venue.

9. Moving Equipment
Exhibitors are required to provide information to the Exhibition Organisers of all displays involving moving equipment. Displays involving
equipment which moves must not be left unsupervised at any time.

10. Trade Union Labour
All stand fitting, construction or display work should be carried out by members of the appropriate Trade Unions recognised by the Exhibition
Industry at the rates of pay and overtime and conditions in accordance with the Terms of the Working Rules Agreement currently in force.

11. Obstruction of Gangways and Open Spaces

Exhibitors will not be allowed to display exhibits in such a manner as to obstruct the light or impede or project over gangways or affect the
displays of neighbouring exhibitors. Gangways must at all times be kept clear and free for passage. All emergency exits and access to service
areas are to be kept clear at all times and must not be restricted or rendered unrecognisable. Public gangways shall remain the means of
escape even during build up and break down periods. Any Exhibitor who continues to cause obstruction or nuisance after notice has been
given will be liable to have his stand closed by the Exhibition Organisers at the Exhibitor's expense and risk.
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12. Conduct of Exhibitors and Representatives
Annoyance: The Exhibition Organisers reserve the right to stop any activity on the part of any Exhibitor that may cause annoyance to other
exhibitors or visitors. Business must be conducted only from the Exhibitor's own stand and under no circumstances may this be carried
out from a gangway or elsewhere within the Exhibition.
Microphones/Audio Visual Equipment: The use of microphones/audio visual equipment is permitted, but the volume must not be such as
to cause annoyance to other Exhibitors. The Exhibition Organisers reserve the right to prohibit their use if in the Exhibition Organisers’
opinion this is the case.
Publicity Material: Any publicity material shall be displayed and/or given away only from the Exhibitor's own stand. Leaflets displayed at
any other point throughout the Premises will be removed or destroyed by the Exhibition Organisers.
Projected Images: Projected images, however generated, may not play onto aisles or onto other stands.
An Exhibitor may not, except by express written permission of the Exhibition Organisers, display directly or indirectly, advertise or give
credits to any products other than his own or his named principal’s. The display of acknowledgement or credit indicating membership of
organisations or trade associations is not allowed except by the express written permission of the Exhibition Organisers. The Exhibition
Organisers reserve the right to have masked or removed from the Premises any product or sign violating this regulation.

13. Performing Rights Society Licence

For exhibitors who intend having music on their stand, even for demonstration purposes only, a Performing Rights Society (PRS) Licence is
required by law to authorise such use of its international copyright repertoire. Licences can be obtained for the duration of the Exhibition by
completing the application form online at www.prs.co.uk .

14. Children and Animals
It is strictly forbidden for children under the age of 16 and all animals except Guide Dogs to be brought in to the exhibition during build up, open
days and break down periods.

15. Fire Precautions — Stand Materials

In accordance with the requirements of the appropriate authority, all material used in construction work display materials etc. must be
effectively fire proofed or made of non-flammable materials in accordance with the standards of every appropriate authority. Fire extinguishers
will be provided by the Exhibition Organisers in the display areas and placed as regulations require. The Exhibitors must comply with any
reasonable instructions given by the appropriate authority or the Exhibition Organisers to avoid the risk of fire. Exhibitors are advised to
acquaint themselves with the legislation in respect of the Fire Precautions Act 1971.

All materials used in the construction of stands and stand interiors must be fireproofed to the satisfaction of the local Fire Authority. Plastics
should not be used in the construction of stands without the special permission of the Exhibition Organisers. Failure to abide by these
regulations may result in the removal of offending materials.

All fabrics dressing stand walls or ceilings should be fire retardant. Any person, whether exhibitor, staff, contractor or worker, discovering an
outbreak of fire should make immediate use of the exhibition area fire alarm system and, if it is safe to do so, endeavour to put out the fire by
the use of extinguishers located throughout the exhibition area. The Exhibition Organisers should be notified immediately.

Exhibitors are reminded that they must comply with any reasonable instructions to avoid the risk of fire and are advised that the venue has
stringent regulations governing materials used on site during an exhibition.

16. Dangerous Materials and Exhibits

The Exhibitor must conform to the conditions concerning explosives and dangerous combustible materials as laid down by the appropriate
authority and other statutory bodies. Any material or exhibit not approved by the appropriate authority or by the Exhibition Organisers must be
removed from the building at the request of the Exhibition Organisers.

17. Laser Products
Any exhibitor demonstrating or using laser products must note and observe the following requirement:

Full details of equipment that will be used must be submitted to the Exhibition Organisers for final approval no later than four (4) weeks prior to
the commencement of the Exhibition. Failure to submit adequate details may result in the display being prohibited. Exhibitors must provide
suitable fire extinguishers and warning notices.

18. Health and Safety
Exhibitors are reminded that it is a recommendation of the Health and Safety Executive that each stand is equipped with a fire extinguisher and
a first aid kit.

The exhibition area guide to health and safety is available on request from the Exhibition Organisers.

19. Health and Safety at Work Act

Exhibitors are reminded that the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 requires that any equipment being operated or demonstrated shall be
inherently safe and not create a hazard for the demonstrator or visitor. Under the Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences
Regulations 1985, an employer, (the Exhibitor) is required to notify the enforcing authority when there is an accident resulting in death or major
injury, or notifiable dangerous occurrence.

It is a requirement of the venue that all Exhibitors and Contractors comply with the law and regulations covering Health and Safety at Work at
all times.

20. Risk Assessment
All Exhibitors are required to complete a Risk Assessment form: forms are enclosed with this manual — please complete the appropriate form
for Shell Scheme or Space Only stand in the order form document and return to Congrex UK Ltd.

21. Damage to the Venue Premises

No nails, screws or other fixtures may be driven into any part of the Premises, including floors, nor may any part of the Premises be damaged
or disfigured in any way, including the use of Sellotape, Velcro, gaffa tape, etc. Should any such damage occur, the Exhibitor responsible will
be invoiced for any reparation charges incurred.

22. Liability

The Exhibition Organisers will endeavour to protect exhibition property while on display at the Exhibition. However, it must be clearly
understood that the Management of the venue, the Organising Committee and the Exhibition Organisers cannot accept liability for any loss or
damage sustained or occasioned from any cause whatsoever. Exhibitors will be responsible for all damage to property and for any loss or
injury caused by them or their agents or employees and will indemnify the Exhibition Organisers against all claims and expenses arising
therefrom.

In the event of it being necessary for any reason whatsoever for the Exhibition to be abandoned, postponed or altered in any way in whole or in
part, or if the Exhibition Organisers find it necessary to change the dates of the Exhibition or vary the hours the Exhibition is open, the Exhibition
Organisers shall not be liable for any expenditure, damage or loss incurred in connection with the Exhibition. The Exhibition Organisers shall
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further not be liable for any loss that the Exhibitor or Exhibition Contractors may incur owing to the intervention of any authority which prevents
or restricts the use of the Premises or any part thereof in any manner whatsoever.

23. Insurance

Exhibitors are reminded of the need to consult their insurance company or brokers to cover themselves fully against all risks at the Exhibition.
The Exhibition Organisers can advise Exhibitors of suitable insurance brokers upon request. Particular attention is drawn to the need for the
following:

Abandonment Insurance: Exhibitors will have seen from above that the Exhibition Organisers are not obliged to return any monies paid for
space in the event of cancellation or restriction of the Exhibition.

Stand, Fixtures and Similar Insurance: All risks on loss or damage to Exhibitor’s property, fixtures, fittings and all other property of a similar
nature such as personal effects of directors, principals and employees whilst on the Premises and transit risks from the Exhibitor’'s premises to
the Exhibition and return.

Public Liability Insurance: Liability to the public may arise out of the Exhibitor’s activities and should be covered by insurance.

Exhibitors must not use or permit or bring into the Premises or any part thereof any act or thing which may render any extra or increased
premium payable for any of the Exhibition Organisers and/or the exhibition area’s insurance policies, including but not limited to material
damage, consequential loss or public liability insurance.

24. Restricted Use

All obligations under the Terms and Conditions shall not be cancelled or affected by any reason of the use of the Premises or any part thereof
being prevented or restricted by any Exhibitor’s failure to obtain or the failure of any local authority or other body to grant any necessary licence,
permission or approval.

25. Works

No exhibitor shall object to the construction, demolition, repair or replacement of any buildings or plant or the carrying out of any other activity
or undertaking of any vibration, noise or other nuisance arising therefrom or in relation thereto whether under or over or (in the case of
emergency only) within the Premises or any other adjoining or neighbouring premises and whether by the Premises or any other owner or
occupier.

If the Exhibitor fails to comply in any substantial respect with the terms of these Rules and Regulations, the Exhibition Organisers have the right
to sell the stand space. The Exhibitor, however, will be liable for any loss suffered by the Exhibition Organisers thereby and all monies paid by
the Exhibitor shall be absolutely forfeited to the Exhibition Organisers.

26. Storage

No empty crates, cartons, boxes, shavings or other packing materials may be stored on the Premises. Exhibitors should make their own
arrangements for the removal of all boxes and packing materials prior to the opening of the Exhibition. Exhibitors are advised to store packing
cases, cartons, boxes, etc. in their delivery vehicles if at all possible. Please note that it is contrary to fire regulations for any packing materials
to be stored on or behind the stands, in gangways, or to obstruct fire exits.

27. Items Left on Site
Any goods/materials/deliveries or miscellaneous items left on the Premises without proper authority will be treated as abandoned and disposed
of accordingly.

28. Compliance with Rules and Regulations

If the Exhibitor fails to comply in any substantial respect with the terms of these Rules and Regulations the Exhibition Organisers have the right
to sell the stand space. The Exhibitor, however, will be liable for any loss suffered by the Exhibition Organisers thereby, and all monies paid by
the Exhibitor shall be absolutely forfeited to the Exhibition Organisers.

The Exhibition Organisers are responsible for the control of the Exhibition area. Exhibitors are responsible for the control and supervision of
their own stands. The decision of the Exhibition Organisers is final and decisive on any question not covered in the foregoing Rules and
Regulations.

The Exhibition Organisers may from time to time add to or vary these Rules and Regulations and do anyt  hing at their sole discretion
they deem desirable for the proper conduct of the E  xhibition, provided that such amendments or additio ns do not operate to

diminish the rights reserved to the Exhibitor under these Rules and Regulations and shall not operate to increase the liabilities of the
Exhibition Organisers. Exhibitors must comply in a Il respects with the requirement of every appropria  te authority, with the Terms of
Agreement by which the Exhibition Organisers may oc cupy the Premises and with the policies of insuranc e affected by the Exhibition
Organisers. Copies of the Agreement and policies o0 f insurance may be inspected at the Exhibition offi ce 30 days prior to the opening
of the Exhibition.

All Exhibitors should note that participation at th e exhibition implies acceptance of these Rules and Regulations.
